When a pet is lost, anyone who has experienced
such a trauma would love to have some way of
tracking their movements.

Bodhi’s story set some mental wheels in motion
and research began to determine if there was
such a pet tracking system available.

After several days and many phone calls it
became obvious that the lack of satellite
coverage in many mountain locations is an
issue so cell coverage would not work. In
addition, GPS systems that might be adaptable,
were extremely expensive up front and there
would be a monthly charge to utilize that
service.

Andy Post, husband of our Web Master, Peg
Wittmann, suggested we contact a company in
Meridian, ldaho, called Tracker Radio Systems.
They have a product that is often used by pet
owners to track their individual pet. BUT, to
purchase the receiver and collar/collars was still
out of our financial reach.

After explaining EAPL’s situation and interest,
doors began to open and dollar signs dropped.
Seems just one of their receivers has the
capability of tracking up to 1000 frequencies, or
up to 1000 pets. And because EAPL is a non-
profit, and would be the first in the nation to
offer the service to pet owners in our
mountain communities, more consideration
was given.

EAPL will be purchasing the receiver and two
collars. Utilizing the tracking capabilities will
be made available FREE to any pet owner who
would be interested in purchasing the special
frequency collar, a one- time moderate expense.
We can also use the collars for foster pets who
have the tendency to escape.

We’ll establish an EAPL Tracking Team, who
will be trained on the receiver and who have the
time, talent and interest in serving in the search
when a pet is lost.

We are presently working out details, and
plotting all publicity opportunities to announce it
to our communities....and the world!!!
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A CHANCE FOR EIGHT MORE

This is a story about love, strength, and amazing
will to survive. This is Gizmo’s “tail.”

On May 19", our “litter of five” were rescued by
E.A.P.L. (Evergreen Animal Protection League)
from Greeley, Colorado. Kittens ages were
approximately four weeks, and they called my
daughter Hannah and | and asked if we could
foster them temporarily. “Of course we can!” we
said, “Yes we know it means bottle feeding
around the clock every three hours!” When we
picked up the babies, they were closer to about
one and a half weeks old, and my seventeen year
old daughter and | propped each other up for the

one o’clock A.M., the three o’clock A.M., and
the six o’clock A.M. bottle feedings.

At eight weeks old, the kittens were taken to a
veterinary clinic for diarrhea, re-hydration, and
Clavamox for possible infection. No reason for
infection was found. No worries. Two days later,
Hannah noticed Gizmo’s breathing seemed
labored, and we called the vet. We were told that
he may have aspirated his antibiotic, and he
should be treated with oxygen steroids and new
antibiotics. After two long days, he came back
home to us. We did not sleep much that night
because he seemed very distressed to us. The
next morning, we took him to a local vet for an
x-ray of his lungs. The doctor discovered a
Diaphragmatic hernia, and he said it was
probably a birth defect and that he recommended
Wheat Ridge Animal Hospital for the necessary
surgery to save his life.

We took Giz to WRAH where Doctor Wheeler
examined him and gave us the news that it was
indeed a Diaphragmatic hernia and a birth
defect, and surgery was the only way to correct
the problem. | called Karen, E.A.P.L. and spoke
with her about Gizmo. She asked me what |
wanted to do, and | told her, “My heart says to
do everything we can to save him, my head told
me it may be too much to ask of such a small
guy.” Doctor Pinel said that Giz would have a
normal life if he survived the surgery and
complications. E.A.P.L. decided to go ahead
with the surgery, and it was scheduled for
Thursday morning. (Bless you E.A.P.L.")

The surgery proceeded the next day. Doctor
Wheeler called at ten o’clock A.M. and told us
that though the surgery went well, Giz was in for
the fight of his life. The details were vague, but
we were told everything went as smoothly as
possible, but the complications could be an
edema in his lungs, massive infection, and blood
in his intestines. In other words, he had a long
road ahead of him.

Saturday was his toughest day. We called Wheat
Ridge every three hours, and Doctor Pinel told
us to prepare ourselves for the possibility that
Giz might not be strong enough to make it
through such an invasive and dangerous surgery.



Giz made it through the night, and slowly but
steadily, hour by hour, started turning the corner
from critical to guarded, which was huge.
Hannah and | went to see him on Monday and
were amazed at how alert he looked. He had
catheters and tubes everywhere. He was shaved
over fifty percent of his body, and had a collar
on to keep him from bothering his seven inch
long incision.

On Wednesday, we got the O.K. to bring Gizmo
home. His recuperation took place at Jackie
Bell’s house. His litter mates were still with us,
and we didn’t want him rough housing with his
brothers and sisters, so we were not permitted to
bring him home. We had more sleepless nights,
and said more Kitty prayers; we were still not out
of the woods.

“Giz is a miracle kitty”, Doctor Pinel said.

His will to survive absolutely astounds us, and
we are humbled by his strength and his love. My
daughter and | have been E.A.P.L. foster moms
(rescuers) for two years now. It is the most
wonderful thing we’ve done together as a
mother and daughter. Our tears of sadness have
been washed away by larger tears of joy.

Kittens are delicate, yet they have a
determination, a strength that belies their small
stature. “Big things come in small packages,”
Hannah said about Giz. Our many heartfelt
thanks to everyone who helped save our Gizmo.
Doctor Pinel, Doctor Wheeler, and numerous
Vet Technicians, W.R.A.H, E.A.P.L, too many
wonderful people to possibly mention.

“With every kitten adopted a small piece of our
hearts goes with them. But, we have huge hearts,
so we can afford it.” I love you Hannah, mom.

P.S. Jackie Bell has recently adopted this
wonderful little boy, and he is happily living his
life in Evergreen, Colorado to the wonder and
delight of everyone, his brother Timmy resides
in Pine Colorado with us! Other litter mates
Izzy,Bo and Gracie are all living in Colorado
with their loving families.
